COME, HOLY SPIRIT!
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The Gift of Community

This weekend marks the last Sunday of the Easter Season or Pentecost, which is a Greek
word that means the fiftieth day. Our first reading describes a gathering of “devout
Jews from every nation (Acts 2:1-11).” They were celebrating Pentecost, the fiftieth day
after Passover and a day on which tradition held that the law was given to Moses. Sud-
denly, there was a wind, tongues of fire, people speaking in different languages, and
understanding each other. After this occurred, Peter stood up to explain. At the end of
his preaching, approximately three thousand people professed their faith in Jesus
Christ and were then baptized.

It is the Holy Spirit’s work to make a community out of individuals. And not just indi-
viduals from the same family, the same neighborhood, or even the same race, class, or
language. We are talking about strangers. We are talking about people we may not give
a second glance. We are talking about people we may not want to know at first.

The Holy Spirit creates community out of those who are unlike us. Our church commu-
nity is not always what we want it to be. We may be too slow to respond or too quick to
change. Our leaders may be too conservative, too progressive, too worldly, or too out of
touch. Our gatherings may be too much about all of that “fellowship” stuff or too cold
and inhospitable.

Here’s the thing. Nowhere in the gospels is there a suggestion that the Christian life is
something that we can do alone. Nowhere does it suggest that the church is a comforta-
ble club of likeminded people. The church is messy, sometimes annoying, and always
absolutely necessary for the Christian life.

That being said, a community formed by the Holy Spirit is an amazing experience. Usu-
ally we seek out likeminded people. We seek out people who look like us, talk like us,
think like us. Even for the most gregarious and most open-minded people, a few hours
in the company of people whose ways are foreign to us is a strain, leaving us with fixed
smiles, blank stares, and a desire for solitude. At least that is what happens to me.

But there is an experience of community in the Holy Spirit when you come back for
more. | find it among the women of different organizations. I find it in my parish choir,
where folks of every economic and educational background meet, sing, pray, and find
themselves commiserating about their children, bringing meals to a sick friend, or
laughing about nothing. To just laugh is a precious thing; to just be together and know
that this is what being part of a community is all about. Community in the Spirit will
keep you young. It will give you courage when you are afraid. It will give you compan-
ionship when you are lonely. And it will help you find God in all things.
